Embassy of India, Bahrain celebrated 75" Anniversary of
India’s Independence

1. On the occasion of 75 years of India’s Independence on 15
August 2022, Embassy of India held Flag Hoisting ceremony in
the morning followed by a Reception in the evening.

2. The Embassy was also illuminated with tricolour on 14 - 15
August 2022 i.e. on Independence Day eve and on the day itself.

3. After a gap of more than two years, the 76t Independence
Day Flag Hoisting ceremony was open to all members of the
Indian community. The ceremony was attended by more than
1000 people including representatives of Indian community
associations, Indian schools, Indian professionals, workers and
students. Following the Flag Hoisting ceremony, three winners
from Bahrain of the virtual Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav quiz were
awarded. The Indian Community Relief Fund (ICRF) Bulletin
highlighting their activities of the past one year, was also released
during the ceremony by the Ambassador.
